This 265-acre farm has been in the family for nearly 
60 years. The small cinderblock addition on the side 
of the 75-year-old barn was constructed on the 1950s 
as a milk house. A dairy was in operation in that barn 
for a dozen years during the mid-20th century. 

Valley Springs Farm has been in the Harri-
son family for more than 150 years.  This 
unique pattern is an original design by local 
artist and teacher Dan McCane. The barn 
owner has chosen to honor Mr. McCane's 
mother by dedicating it her. 

This whimsical girl overlooks a well-tended, flower-filled garden under a canopy 
of large, old oak trees. The 30-acre property has flourished into a lush retreat 
through the loving hands of the owners. The barn, built in 1954, anchors the far 
end of the property. The little Dutch Girl pattern, chosen by the owner, was a 
favorite of her Grandmother, who quilted, appliquéd and embroidered through-
out her life. 

This farm, located in a private, scenic hollow, is surrounded by 
heavily-wooded ridges. The 109 acres have been in the family for 
22 years and the barn dates to 1964.  The owners, born and raised 
in the area, chose this particular pattern to illustrate their love of 
the Bluegrass State. The owners believe that Lewis County is a

The colorful pineapple, a symbol of hospital-
ity, welcomes you to come and enjoy the 
beauty that is Dee's Greenhouse just beyond 
the barn. The 100-acre property has been in the 
same family since the 1940s. 

This property is rich in history. The two-story stone 
building to the right and in front of the barn once 
housed the Ruggles post office and the Goodwin 
General Store. The railroad once ran along KY 1149 
and had a stop here with a depot. The barn was built 
in 1931 by the current owner's father and has a stone 
foundation. The stones came from nearby fields. 

These colorful characters are hosted by a member of the T-City

of farming. The 62-acre farm was originally part of 200 acres 
owned since1859 by the Deatley family. A private room was al-
ways reserved upstairs at the farm for any member of the Deatley 
family to use when they wanted to enjoy the quieter life. 

The Tobacco Leaf pattern has a special meaning to this barn's owners. 
As a young couple, they often drove past the property, and vowed one 
day they would own the 100-acre farm with the large 1930s-era barns. 
One day in the early 1980s, it came up for sale. Just starting out and 
with limited funds, the pair were able to pay for their dream with the 
tobacco they raised on the fertile fields. The owner has fond memories 
of her aunts, mother and grandmothers quilting away the hours. Her

choose quilts from the large collection to decorate the beds, a thrill for 
a young girl with quilting in her blood. 

This property, situated opposite Kinniconick Creek, 
has been in the same family for three generations. 
The appliqué pattern is a favorite of the owner's, 
taken from an early 20th century quilting book.
